* There are many abroad consultants but not directly authorized by the universities abroad. They are either agents or sub agents. And universities don't take responsibility for any
information they provide to students and parents.

* That's why many Fraud Agents who misguide parents about actual expenses and challenges students need to face abroad

+ There are even agents who charge fees in dollars and fees needs to be added to the agent's account and not directly to the university which is very risky.

» Agents misguide Parents about the education standards of abroad universities. For most of parents important criteria is budget and agent uses it that's why agent tells to select poor
ranking colleges with poor infrastructure because of which students don't pass FMGE.

* Though small sub agents may be working with several universities but they are only responsible till the student gets admitted to the university.

+ Students feel helpless ifthey face any financial, health or accommodation related issue while they are studying abroad.

+ Students fall into bad company since they feel independent while they are in a foreign country, as there is no one to look after them and there is no direct connection between the
observer and Parents.

+ After facing all these hardships student may get the degree from abroad but they are unable to qualify for the licensed exam to practice in India.

+ From poor ranking cheap colleges after 3/4 trials students. may pass FMGE but salary they might get post MBBS is just 25 to 30 K only.
